A) General Information about the Scholarships
These scholarships are sponsored by the ABPN up to a maximum of:

£500 & £1000 
This amount is available to applicants who are members of the ABPN at the time of their application.
£400 & £800

This amount is available to applicants who are not currently a member of the ABPN
PLEASE NOTE:

· A maximum of 2 awards will be made

· If there are 3 or more applications that are worthy of an award preference will be given to ABPN members.
Submissions must be made under one of the following areas:
1) Conference award

2) Study tour award

3) Small research grant

4) Professional development courses [other than courses which support employers core service development]
B) Specific Requirements for the Scholarship

1) Conference Awards: Please provide a 1000 word account of how this conference award is relevant to your professional development and how your practice/patient care will be further developed from the support obtained. Please include details of the conference including

a) title, location, duration
b) Cost of conference

c) Travel costs

d) Accommodation costs

2) Study Tour Awards: Please provide a 1500 word account of how the study tour award will benefit the care of patients in your area of practice and contribute to your own professional development. Please provide a clear rationale for undertaking a study tour and include relevant literature in support of your application. Please include the following information:
a) Details of the proposed study tour

b) Itinerary and proposed dates
c) Travel and accommodation costs

3) Small Research Grant: Please provide a 2000 word outline of your proposal indicating:

a) Aims and objectives
b) Background/literature review

c) Methodology

d) Identification of ethical issues and how these will be addressed

e) What your research will contribute to clinical practice/education or management
f) Please include details of the title, locations estimated duration of the research, timescale and details of costs
4) Professional Development Courses: Please provide a 1000 word outline indicating:
a) Title of course of study
b) Details of the institution/venue where the course is to be undertaken

c) It’s cost and length of study including dates

d) How it will contribute to your own personal development

e) How the course will impact on or contribute to the quality of care for children and young people
C) How to Apply
1. Complete ALL sections of the relevant application form.
2. Applicants should submit a letter of support from their manger/lecturer or supervisor outlining:
a) That the application has been discussed and that their employer will support their application.

b) What support (financial and/or other) has been agreed by their employer/organization
c) Invoices detailing ALL incurred costs must be submitted with application OR prior to scholarship being awarded.
d) Submission date is 31st May but may be extended in certain circumstances. Please contact the scholarship coordinator to check submission date. Late submissions will not be processed.
D) Conditions of Acceptance

1. ABPN reserve the right to disqualify any applications that do not meet the criteria outlined in the guidance notes.
2. A panel appointed by the ABPN will undertake judging and their decision will be final; ABPN will not enter into any further discussion.
3. ABPN regret that that it is not possible to provide individual feedback, or return individual applications.
4. Successful applicants agree to either:

a) Submit a related article to The Journal of Child Health Care or other journal OR
b) Present a paper or poster at a Conference within a maximum of 6 months after completing the research/course/study tour or attending the conference
5. The names of the winning applicants may be used in ABPN publicity material. No contact information will be given prior to consent
6. If an applicant is awarded a scholarship they must acknowledge the support of the ABPN in any subsequent publications or presentations
