3. All applications will be reviewed by a panel and applicants advised of the outcome.
4. These awards will be made on an annual basis and successful applicants will be required to publish an article in the ABPN Journal of Child Health Care and present a paper at a national conference.

WellChild ABPN Scholarship

Submissions should focus on an aspect of the nursing care for a child or young person with complex health care needs and their family within their home/community setting. The submission should:

· Identify how the needs of the child/young person and their family were met during the period of care.
· Focus on how care closer to home benefitted the wellbeing of the child/young person and their family and how it affects their social networks and their health. 
· Use appropriate background sources and literature.

· Identify conclusions and recommendations where relevant.

· Use the Harvard reference system.
